A Guest Lecture at “International Exchange Club” - Nakashibetsu Maruyama Elementary School
(Vietnamese edition)
Hello, this is Nguyen - Nakashibetsu CIR.

In September, I had the chance to take part in Maruyama Elementary School’s International Exchange
Club as a teacher, where I talked about my home country, Vietnam, and introduced “A Day of
Vietnamese Elementary School Students” to the members, who are about the same age. We also had

time to try a game I used to play when I was a student, called P4 cau.

I prepared many quizzes, and while solving them, the club members were able to learn about the
differences between Vietnam and Japan. The students, who already knew that Vietnam is a hot country,

were surprised to learn that we also have winter, and that schools might close temporarily if the

temperature drops below 10°C.



When the topic changed to “A Day of Vietnamese Elementary School Students,” the students became
excited when I talked about taking naps at school after lunchtime. Some even said, “I wish we could

have naps at school too!”

During the game session, I introduced P4 cdu—a game that I often played during breaks or physical
education classes when I was a student. P4 céu requires footwork to keep a feathered object (cau),
similar to a shuttlecock, in the air by kicking or passing it to others. Even though the students found it

difficult at first, I was very happy to see them enjoying themselves and doing their best.

Some students wanted to play more, but time ran out, and they looked disappointed. That’s when I told
them that at the Shirubetto Festival, which will be held on November 3rd, there would be a Vietnamese

booth where they could enjoy the game again. They were very happy and promised to come and join.

Through this club activity, I believe the students had fun while learning about Vietnamese culture and
gaining a better understanding of different cultures. I am also looking forward to seeing them again

next month at the Shirubetto Festival.
